• Assist docent tours and demonstrate appropriate gallery behavior. 

• Recognize and respond to opportunities for group problem solving. 

• Encourage respect for camper projects, camp materials and facilities. 
• Set a good example for campers in all areas, including clean-up chores, rules, and 

safety. 

• Submit all required paperwork on time. 

• Respect no cell phone usage protocol except on breaks.
